Vicki always demonstrated high levels of enthusiasm and is continuously motivated to extend her knowledge by responding to advice and feedback from colleagues and through self-initiated personal research. She worked well as a team and ensured high levels of communication, for instance by contributing to team meetings, careful hand overs to her job share partner and with parents and outside agencies as appropriate. 
Vicki had high expectations of all learners, ensuring accurate assessment takes place. She ensures children learn in a safe and stimulating environment by planning using accurate assessments and children’s interests and displaying learning through interactive displays and learning journeys alongside Learning Journals and the Moodledoo website updates. Vicki’s lessons were differentiated, with the appropriate challenge set for the range of levels within the Early Years Unit. Vicki understood the need to support children, but also to encourage them to work independently; particularly important in Reception. Vicki anticipates which children may find an activity difficult, due to behaviour or language barriers and makes provision to support / enable these children. 
During her time in the Early Years Unit, Vicki took full responsibility for the Family Group (topic) Planning, and completed the Maths and Letters and Sounds planning for different ability levels, in addition to contributing to the weekly enhanced area provision plan.
